Classification: Temporary - 9 weeks (June 8 – July 11, 2026). 

 

Position Purpose: 

This position oversees the female teens in the STACC program. This is a mission experience that engages your 

gifting, to serve others, so the body of Christ can be built up. 

 

Essential Job Functions: 

- Oversee and participate with the STACC teens in their roles and responsibilities. 

- Train and equip teens through Christian discipleship approach. 

- Invest in teens, encouraging them in their relationship with Christ. 

- Participate in and lead training activities during Green Week and STACC Graduation. 

- Serve as a counselor, staying in the cabin with the female teens for the duration of the 4-week program 

(includes the first 2 weekends). 

 

Other Job Duties: 

- As a member of the staff, you will assist with weekly preparation of the camp for the next group of 

volunteers and campers. 

- Be available and willing to run/participate in other camp programs. 

 

Relationships: 

- Communicating with the STACC Male Coach and STACC Coordinator will be critical.  

- Communication with the Program Coordinator for scheduling details and general awareness. 

- Communication with Staff who are in authority over STACC members during the apprentice weeks. 

- This position is in the core Team Leader (TL) group for the summer and is expected to conduct 

themselves as part of the team and to participate in TL trainings/meetings. 

 

Equipment Used: 

- Equipment needed to run STACC program. 

 

Qualifications: 

- Candidate should be a minimum of 18 years old and be out of High School one year. 

- Candidate must have and be able to communicate a relationship with Jesus Christ. 

- Candidate must be able to honor the Camp Conquest Statement of Faith and Core Values. 

 

Physical Aspects of the Job: 

- Candidate should be able to function in a natural, outdoor environment.  

- Camp itself involves a lot of walking up and down hills. 

- Requires good management of down time.
